WEARING OF EYEGUARDS IN HARDBALL AND SOFTBALL

A reminder that Congress 2008 decided that eye guards are compulsory in all grades of hardball, and up to 18 years of age-including Minor in softball [60x30]

60x30 Juvenile Championships: Players should take note that the new ladies 60x30 ball will replace the Challenger 3 where it is used for juvenile competitions-i.e. all juvenile girls’ championships and boys U13/14 grades. It will not be used for Under 12 singles and doubles events as the Challenger 2 is the official ball for these events. This ball to be used on a trial basis this year, the position will be kept under review and will also be reviewed after the 2008 season. 
For players U12 in 60x30 the following rules apply; the service line [inside] shall be the short line; a ball reaching the back wall in service before the second hop shall be a “dead” ball and shall not count-i.e. there is no back wall during serve. Full rules thereafter. In all other grades full rules apply.

Singles and doubles matches are for the best of three games of 15 points at U12; U13; U14 levels and two games to 21 and a tie break to 11 at U15; U16 and U17.
Regulations For U16/17 Team Championships
(a) A team comprises of 4 players, two of whom must be under 16, and two substitutes.

(b) The team plays in two doubles partnerships of any combination.

(c) Each pair plays two games to 15 points.

(d) The aggregate score decides the winner.

(e) In the event of a tie, each team will select a pair to play a tiebreaker to 11 points.

(f) Full rules apply in both 40 x 20 and 60 x 30.

(g) Players must wear eye guards and gloves in 40 x 20.

(h) The adult ball is the official ball in 40 x 20 and 60 x 30.

(i) The competition is open to players who have not won a provincial championship, including team events in any age group in the relevant code.

Regulations For U14/15 Team Championships
(a) A team comprises of six players, three of whom must be under 14, and two substitutes.

(b) The team plays in three doubles partnerships of any combination.

(c) Each pair plays two games to 15 points.

(d) The aggregate score decides the winner.

(e) In the event of a tie, each team will select a pair to play a tiebreaker to 15 points.

(f) Full rules apply in both 40 x 20 and 60 x 30.

(g) Players must wear eye guards and gloves in 40 x 20

(h) The Dark Blue ball is the official ball in 40 x 20, and the adult ball is the official ball in 60 x 30.

(i) The competition is open to players who have not won a provincial championship in any age group from U14 upwards

Regulations For U12/13 Team Championships
(a) A team comprises of six players, three of whom must be under 12, and two substitutes.

(b) The team plays in three doubles partnerships of any combination.

(c) Each pair plays two games to 15 points.

(d) The aggregate score decides the winner.

(e) In the event of a tie, each team will select a pair to play a tiebreaker to 15 points.

(f) Full rules apply in both 40 x 20 and 60 x 30.

(g) Players must wear eye guards and gloves in 40 x 20, and eye guards in 60x30 with gloves optional

(h) The Challenger No 2 ball is the official ball in 40 x 20, and Challenger No 3 ball is the official ball in 60 x 30.

(i) The competition is open to players who have not won a provincial championship in any age group from U14 upwards

(j) Any player who represented his County at under 14 level or over is not eligible to play in an U12/13 team
